VISITOR CODE OF CONDUCT

Thank you for choosing to visit the Florence Griswold Museum!
Our beautiful campus, which includes the Robert F. Schumann
Artists’ Trail as well as the gardens and riverfront, are wonderful
open-air gems that we need to enjoy responsibly.

We would like to remind you of the expectations we have for
you as our guest. As recommended by the Center for Disease
Control and Prevention we ask that you agree to the following:

e If you, or anyone traveling with you, have any of the COVID 19
symptoms please reschedule your visit. We will gladly adjust your
reservation so you may visit when healthy.

* If you, or anyone traveling with you, have been in contact with
anyone who has tested positive for COVID 19 in the last 14 days
please reschedule your visit until at least 14 days have passed.

e If the CDC, or any other division of federal or state government,
issues any travel advisory that clearly prohibits your trip to the
Museum, please reschedule your visit.

When you arrive at the Museum we expect you will strictly adhere
to the following CDC recommended activity:

e Wash your hands often with soap and water for at least 20
seconds especially after you have been in a public place, or after
blowing your nose, coughing, or sneezing.

* If soap and water are not readily available, use a hand sanitizer
that contains at least 60% alcohol. Cover all surfaces of your
hands and rub them together until they feel dry.

* Avoid touching your eyes, nose, and mouth with unwashed
hands.

* Avoid close contact with people who are sick.
e Put distance (at least 6 feet) between yourself and other people.
e Wear a cloth face mask both outdoors and indoors.

e Throw used tissues in the trash.

In addition, there may still be in place some national, state, or site-
specific requirements. Please adhere to all posted signage for the
most updated requirements. Failure to adhere to posted guidelines
will result in all party members being asked to leave the Museum
grounds. No refunds will be given.
